History

Celeste Williams was the superintendent of the Taylor Tabernacle’s Sunday school for over 50 years.  She was the primary adult Bible study teacher and she also earned certificates in courses for reading the Bible in a year. Many Pastors’ credits her for the knowledge that they gained of the word.  She truly had a passion for teaching the word of God and she also instilled the importance of education in the youth at Taylor Tabernacle. To continue her legacy, the Celeste Williams Scholarship fund was launched in the spring of 2000.  The scholarship is awarded to young students pursuing higher education that excel academically and in their Biblical knowledge.  


Available 

The Celeste Williams Scholarship is available to students Elementary through High School (1ST – 12TH Grade).  The award is presented once a year in July during the Back-to-School Sunday service.


Requirements

· The student must be a member of Taylor Tabernacle
· Must be actively participating in the youth ministry (Young Life Experience) 
· Must be actively participating in a ministry at Taylor Tabernacle (ex. Usher Board, choir, dance ministry, maintenance, Sunday Service etc.….)
· Must display consistent Christian conduct both in and outside of church (includes home and school)
· The student must demonstrate knowledge of the word of God through Bible Basics, scriptural knowledge, and the application of God’s word displayed through their behavior. 
· Must have an 85% overall grade for the year
· Must have an 85% school attendance

The application must be submitted by July 23, 2023, along with a copy of the required documentation:
